morta' and ‘vita silente').

Explaining art to a dead hare, getting rid of the spectacularization of the contemporary propaganda.
Reducing the carnival theatrical monumentality in order to bring it closer, intoned, to a human scale.
Considering the neutrality of the display rather than aiming to the spectacle. Domestic photographs,
analogies of thematic paintings which comply with the real dimension of the object represented, integrate

between metallic forms and reproductions.

Not only matrixes and citations but also pictorial surfaces somewhere allegorical sculptures wiped out from
the narcissistic contemporary condition; and yet maintaining the great sense of mystery...'
